At 115 feet, Keppel’s Column is the tallest of all the Wentworth follies. Keppel's Column was commissioned by
Charles, 2nd Marquis of Rockingham. It was finished after the death of the Marquis in 1782 by his nephew and
heir, the Ist Earl Fitzwilliam.

Admiral Keppel, a friend and Whig supporter of the Marquis of Rockingham had been court-martialled for
cowardice against the French in the Battle of Ushant in 1778.The column was built to celebrate his acquittal.
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The countryside around Scholes
offers some great walking country.
The walk time is based on an adult
walking fairly slowly and having a
few rests. All the paths on the
foute are of a good standard.
However it may be advisable to
take boots, especially following
wet ' weather. There is pub on the
route and there is also a’shop at
the junction of Scholes Lane and
Upper Wortley Road.
