Coloured Lights offers a revealing
and at times comical insight into
the sensibilities of Sudanese
people caught between the home
they long for and the country in
which they live. She also
examines the emotional intricacies
of young muslims of other
nationalities who grew up in the
UK in a remarkably genuine
manner. The package is light,
refreshingly different and
contemplative. A must read for
anyone interested in how people
from other cultures think and more
importantly, how they feel.

First published in 1958, this is the
story of a "strong" man whose life
is dominated by fear and anger. It
is also a social document,
recounting the impact of
colonialism and Christianity on the
life of an African tribe, the Ibo, in
turn-of-the-century Nigeria.

In a contemporary twist to the
ancient story, Atwood has chosen
to give the telling of it to Penelope
& to her 12 hanged maids, asking:
‘What led to the hanging of the
maids, & what was Penelope
really up to?'

10 yr old Fanny Price leaves
behind her impoverished family in
Portsmouth to go and live with her
rich relatives at Mansfield Park.
Growing up with her cousins she's
aware that she's different from
them and that her place in society
can't be taken for granted,
although she's not treated
unkindly. A dashing couple from
London enter this stable, rural
world. They succeed in dazzling
everyone at Mansfield Park,
except Fanny, who sees through
their veneer. Through the
dramatic events that follow it's she
who's able to bring back stability
to the ruptured lives of those
around her.

The Harmony Silk Factory is a
devastating love story set against
the turmoil of mid-20th century
Malaysia. The story of 4 people:
Johnny, an infamous Chinaman, a
fraudster, possibly a murderer
whose shop house, The Harmony
Silk Factory, he uses as a front for
his illegal businesses; Snow
Soong, the beautiful daughter of
one of the Kinta Valley's most
prominent families, who dies
giving birth to one of the novel's
narrators; Kunichika, a Japanese
officer who loves Snow too; and
an Englishman, Peter Wormwood,
who went to Malaysia like many
English but never came back, who
also loved Snow to the end of his
life.

Set onboard an ocean liner

It
is an oath that sends him over the
ancient wall and into a world that
is dangerous and strange beyond
imagining.

A fascinating look at mental
illness & the effects it has. Rachel
Kelly is bipolar causing her to be
both charming & loveable as well
as terrible to those around her. As
an artist she finds some of her
most creative moments are when
she is not on her medication
causing her to be inspired but
emotionally erratic & we see the
effects this has on the family who
love her.

FILTH, in his heyday, was a
lawyer with a practice in the Far
East. Now, only the oldest QCs
and Silks can remember that his
nickname stood for Failed In
London Try Hong Kong. Long
ago, Old Filth was a Raj orphan -
one of many children sent 'Home'
from the East to be fostered and
educated in England. Gardam's
novel tells his story, from his birth
in what was then Malaya to the
extremities of his old age. OLD
FILTH is funny and heart-
breaking, witty and peopled with
characters who astonish, dismay
and delight the reader.

Secretly inhabiting the cellar
of an elderly man for whom she
cleans, she keeps herself to
herself, her life a precarious
balancing act - until she meets
Doggo, a young criminal on the
run. Both strangers to the concept
of truth, Doggo and Lamb are
drawn together, glimpsing in one
another the possibilities of finding
solace and maybe even love. But
with secrets too dark to admit to
even themselves, let alone
someone else, first they must
learn just to trust in each other...

An earnest young dog, he
strives hard to live up to the tenets
of the Labrador Pact. (Labradors
believe in 'Duty Over All', that duty
being to remain loyal to their
human masters, to serve and
protect their Family at any cost.
Other dogs, led by the Springer
Spaniels, have revolted. Their
slogan is 'Pleasure not Duty'.)
Mentored by an elderly Labrador
called Henry, Prince takes his
responsibilities seriously, and as
things in the Hunter family begin
to go awry, they threaten to
overwhelm him. In the end Prince
is forced to break the Labrador
Pact and take desperate action to
save his Family.

The Speckled People is a tale of
rough and tumble childhood in
Ireland in the 1950s. We're given
the odd mix of an Irish nationalist
father married to a German
immigrant with a Nazi past. The
premise seems to be rich and
wide, but the whole book turns out
to be rather intimate and personal.
This is less a comment on Ireland
and Germany after the war and
more Hugo Hamilton's youthful
journey of self discovery.

The Yorkshire Post's young,
disillusioned crime correspondent,
Edward Dunford, is assigned to
the story, while juggling the recent
death of his father and returning to
his native Yorkshire after a brief,
unsuccessful stint in Fleet Street.

That is,
until the girl is discovered brutally
murdered, face down in a ditch
with a pair of swan's wings sewn
into her back.

Mal Peet's sensitive and gripping
novel is well honoured by the
2006 Carnegie Medal. A tale of
love and betrayal, courage and
human tragedy, the storyline dips
backwards and forwards from
wartime Holland and the grim
events of the final freezing winter
of the war to a young girl's
awakening love in 1995.

Stargirl

This is the journal of Cassandra
Mortmain; an extraordinary
account of life with her
extraordinary family. First, there is
her eccentric father. Then there is
her sister, Rose - beautiful, vain
and bored - and her stepmother,
Topaz, an artist's model who likes
to commune with nature. Finally,
there is Stephen, dazzlingly
handsome and hopelessly in love
with Cassandra. In the cold and
crumbling castle which is their
home, Cassandra records events
with characteristic honesty, as she
tries to come to terms with her
own feelings. The result is both
marvellously funny and genuinely
moving.

Set in New England mainly and
London partly, "On Beauty"
concerns a pair of feuding families
- the Belseys and the Kipps - and
a clutch of doomed affairs. It puts
low morals among high ideals and
asks some searching questions
about what life does to love. For
the Belseys and the Kipps, the
confusions - both personal and
political - of our uncertain age are
about to be brought close to
home: right to the heart of family.

Kitty Fane is the beautiful but
shallow wife of Walter, a
bacteriologist stationed in Hong
Kong. Unsatisfied by her
marriage, she starts an affair with
Charles Townsend, a man whom
she finds charming, attractive &
exciting. But when Walter
discovers her deception, he
exacts a strange but terrible
vengeance: Kitty must accompany
him to his new posting in remote
mainland China, where a cholera
epidemic rages. A classic story of
a woman's spiritual awakening.

'Stargirl' is a beautifully written
story about nonconformity, and
what happens when someone
dares to be different. The
mysterious Stargirl swings
between popularity and
widespread dislike, but she
remains true to herself throughout.
The story champions individuality
and kindness, while showing the
price it can often have. This is a
fable about popularity, image,
conformity and cruelty.

Explored
within are Pepys' relations with
women, his fears and ambitions,
his political shifts and his agonies
and delights.

Tom Carey is a priest in crisis,
God's good world has curdled and
the Church is beset by scandal.
He's haunted by the face of a
woman he once secretly loved.
Abandoning his parish he buries
himself in the post of Port
Chaplain on a busy river, but finds
himself caught up in the murky
world of international people-
smuggling. The alluring but
sinister Captain Cargo and his
beleaguered Filipino crew seem
intent on forcing him into a radical
expression of his priesthood, but a
chance encounter with the woman
he has not seen for 30 yrs throws
his vocation and faith into
question.

From the famous episodes of the
whitewashed fence & the ordeal in
the cave to the trial of Injun Joe,
"The Adventures of Tom Sawyer"
is redolent of life in the Mississippi
River towns in which Twain spent
his own youth. A sombre
undercurrent flows through the
high humour & unabashed
nostalgia of the novel however, for
beneath the innocence of
childhood lie the inequities of adult
reality - base emotions &
superstitions, murder & revenge,
starvation & slavery.

How does a man addicted to
routine - a man who flosses his
teeth before love-making - cope
with the chaos of everyday life?
With the loss of his son, the
departure of his wife & the arrival
of Muriel, a dog trainer from the
Meow-Bow dog clinic, Macon's
attempts at ordinary life are
tragically & comically undone.

Years ago Mr Golightly wrote a
work of fiction which grew to be a
best-seller but his reputation is on
the decline and he finds himself
out of touch with the modern
world. He decides to take a
holiday and comes to the ancient
village of Great Calne, hoping to
use the opportunity to bring his
work up to date. But he finds that
events take over his plans and the
themes he's written on are being
strangely replicated in the lives of
the villagers he's staying among.
As the drama unfolds we begin to
learn the true identity of Mr
Golightly and the nature of the
secret sorrow which haunts.

Barbara Vine's novel is about
blood - in its metaphysical sense
as the conductor of an inherited
title and in its physical sense as
the transmitter of disease. The
current Lord Nanther,
experiencing the reform of the
House of Lords, embarks on a
biography of his great-
grandfather, the first Lord
Nanther, favoured physician to
Queen Victoria, expert on blood
diseases and particularly the royal
disease of haemophilia. What he
uncovers begins to horrify him as
he realizes that Nanther died a
guilty man - carrying a horrific
secret to the grave.

When Keith Waterhouse’s comic
novel Billy Liar was first published
in 1959, rave reviews compared it
to Kingsley Amis’ Lucky Jim, Colin
Maclnnes’s Absolute Beginners,
Salinger’s Catcher in the Rye, and
other youth cult novels. Billy Liar
is a regional comedy about a
youth who attempts to escape his
dull family life through fantasy.

After a wild, drunken party, Paul
Pennyfeather is forced to leave
Oxford & begin a new life out in
the wide world. His experiences
take him from a boys' private
school in Wales, where he meets
some rather strange people, to a
life of luxury in a grand country
house & the Ritz Hotel, & then to
seven years' hard labour in prison.
Where will it all end?The black
humour of this story about English
society in the 1920s is as fresh
today as it was when the novel
was first written.

Born at the time of Waterloo in the
wild country of Shropshire,
Prudence Sarn is a wild,
passionate girl, cursed with a hare
lip - her 'precious bane'. Cursed
for it, too, by the superstitious
people amongst whom she lives.
Prue loves two things: the remote
countryside of her birth and,
hopelessly, Kester Woodseaves,
the weaver. The tale of how
Woodseaves gradually discerns
Prue's true beauty is set against
the tragic drama of Prue's brother,
Gideon, a driven man who is out
of harmony with the natural world.

The
momentous events of the period
are unfolded around the life of
Joan Craig, a young trade union
official torn between her
commitment to the workers' cause
and her romantic love for a man
not sharing her socialist ideals.
The book raises questions about
the relationship between the
personal and the political and the
public and the private that still
resonate today.

This title, the winner of the 1985
Whitbread Award for a First
Novel, chronicles the struggles of
a young girl against a domineering
mother and the strictures of
religion. The novel takes a look at
religious excess and human
obsession.

Joe and Joan Castleman are on
route to Helsinki, Joe is thinking
about the prestigious literary prize
he will receive and Joan is plotting
how to leave him. Their marriage
has been careering towards this
moment, Joe's chance to bask in
the glory of a life dedicated to
letters and Joan's final
appearance as his adoring wife.
For too long Joan has played the
role of supportive wife, turning a
blind eye to his misdemeanours,
subjugating her own talents and
quietly being the keystone of his
success.

Middle-aged, and divorced, TV
scriptwriter Harada is forced to set
up home in his office. One night
he meets a man who looks like his
long-dead father. So begins
Harada's ordeal, as he's thrust
into a reality where his parents
appear to be alive at the age they
had been when they died many
years before. Although they may
be apparitions, he takes solace in
seeing them, in spite of the
damage it seems to do to his
health. Can Kei, the neighbour
with whom Harada begins a
tentative relationship, save him
from the ghosts of his past?

The government encouraged the
farmers to plant garlic. But a glut
on the garlic market leaves the
farmers of Paradise County
watching their crops rot and
blacken in the fields. A blind
minstrel incites the masses to
take the law into their own hands,
with savage and unforgettable
consequences.

After a night in a local rap club--
when Martin has to overcome a
certain sense that blacks are "just
different"--the (joy)ride accident
which destroys his face propels
Martin into a world where he has
to learn to "deal with other
people's prejudices”. It's a world
of pain, sometimes hatred, this is
Martin's tale of winning despite the
odds. But that discretion may well
help to jolt the imagination
towards one of the underlying
visions of Face: an East End
where the white teen boys know
they're not going to "get away with
a racist remark here".

This work is narrated by the voice
of Death, witnessing the story of
the citizens of Himmel Street.
Nine-year-old Liesel has been
separated from her parents -
'Kommunists' - for ever. In the
care of the Hubermans, Liesel
befriends Rudy Steiner, she also
befriends the mayor's wife, who
hides from despair in her library.
Together Liesel and Rudy steal
books - from Nazi book burning
piles, from the mayor's library,
from the richer people of
Molching. By 1943, the Allied
bombs are falling, Liesel shares
out her books in the air-raid
shelters. But one day in the life of
Himmel street, the wail of the
sirens comes too late...
