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Give your views on
Rotherham’s future plans

he people of Rotherham are being

reminded they will have the opportunity to

make further comment on the borough’s
development plan for the future — the Local
Development Framework.

The Core Strategy is the first Local Development
Framework document to be prepared and sets out the
broad plan for Rotherham up to the year 2026 by choosing
the towns and settlements that are suitable to take new
development.

The strategy sets out:

* what development is required
* how much is needed

* where it should go

* when it should happen

* how it will be delivered.

Specifically the Core Strategy looks at the amount of
residential land that is needed to meet the Government’s
housing target of 24,500 new homes between now and 2026
and around 300 hectares of employment land. However,
the Core Strategy does not actually identify specific sites;
instead it outlines broad locations or communities for new
development.

Identification of sites

The identification of sites will come later when Rotherham
Borough Council prepares a separate planning document,
which identifies or ‘allocates’ specific sites for different
uses. This second document is known as the Allocations
Development Plan Document and the council will carry out
further consultation events next year which will help select
the most appropriate sites to meet housing and employment
needs within local communities. The views of local people
will be very important in helping to determine which sites
are chosen.

During the recent consultation well over 5,000 responses
or representations - including those who have signed
petitions — have been received.The responses and views are
welcomed and work is now going on to consider each and
every response.A report is to be produced and put on the
council’s website, and every comment received will also be
available on the website for the public to view.

Given this significant interest the council has decided to
delay submitting the Core Strategy to central Government
for formal examination to allow for further consultation.
The recent consultation attracted a lot of public interest
relating to individual site issues and the use of green belt
(predominantly farm land) for new housing and industry. The
council wants to ensure that the communities of Rotherham
fully understand why it is producing this document, what it
will mean for Rotherham and their communities and how
they can become involved to shape the future development
of Rotherham.

Recent survey work by the council has identified the
borough’s capability to accommodate new homes but it is
clear from the recent consultation responses that there is
little support for housing to be provided in excess of its
minimum target.

Meeting the challenges

However, the new plan is about more than just housing
— it will also look at how best to meet the other challenges
facing Rotherham, including provision for new jobs, transport,
community services and facilities. The most environmentally
sensitive sites will also be protected.The plan must also deal
with the big issues of developing new energy supplies and
managing the impact of climate change. Many of these issues
will require the council to make some difficult decisions and
choices.

Clir Gerald Smith, Cabinet Member for Regeneration
and Development Services at Rotherham Borough
Council, emphasised that this is only the early stage of the
consultation process. He said:“Next year we will consult on
the most likely sites for future development, the policies we
will use to consider future development and the final draft of
the Core Strategy.

“Many of our residents have understandable concerns
about the amount of new development proposed and
because of this the council has decided to delay submitting
the strategy for formal examination to central Government.

“This means we will carry out further consultation once
the document has been updated to take into account the
feedback received so far. The comments received on the final
Core Strategy will be submitted alongside a summary of the

main issues raised in earlier rounds of consultation.

“We have also received some criticism for not circulating
information on the Core Strategy to every household.
However, this information was available on the council’s
website and we have worked through the Area Assemblies
to let people know about the consultation process and have
organised smaller focus group discussions through the Area
Assemblies.

“The draft Core Strategy document was also available
in all local libraries and each of the libraries has Internet
access to the council’s web page.VWe will continue to use this
route to make information available to local people in future
consultations.

“This is the early stage of the consultation process.There
is much further to go before any final decisions are made in
choosing individual sites to be allocated for development.”

Local Development Frameworks

ClIr Smith also emphasised that the preparation of any
Local Development Framework — something that every
council has to carry out — is led by central Government
planning regulations and is very complicated.

The regulations that govern the preparation of Local
Development Frameworks are quite restrictive. In particular,
comments on the final published version of the Core
Strategy are restricted to ‘testing its soundness’ — that is,
whether it meets necessary Government requirements.
These are the points an independent planning inspector will
consider.

The inspector will invite people to attend the Core
Strategy examination based on the comments made on the
Core Strategy’s ‘soundness’. These regulations are included in
legislation and a glossary of planning language is available on
the council’s website.

In addition the council is also carrying out various studies
to provide background evidence to support the policies
and selection of sites in the future, for example a Landscape
Character Assessment and Strategic Flood Risk.A review of
all employment sites will also be carried out in the future.

I made the news this month
as the Tour of Britain wound
its way across the country.

Twenty-one-year-old Olympian Ben
Swift won stage seven of the Tour
of Britain — his first since turning
professional — and in doing so became
the first Briton for two years to win a
stage on home soil.

Swift won the seventh stage in Yeovil,
breaking the stranglehold imposed by
the Norwegian rider Edvald Boasson
Hagen and becoming the first British

stage winner since Paul Manning in 2007.

He praised the spectators who
lined the route through Devon and
Somerset, saying: “With the crowds
out it’s fantastic, especially going past
the schools. Every village that you go
through is just lined out on both sides,
it’s really good.”

Meanwhile 31-year-old Russell
Downing maintained his excellent form

by finishing fifth in the Tour overall.
As the highest placed Briton Downing
finished just 39 seconds behind the
eventual winner.

Downing won the 2009 Tour of
Ireland and is one of the most successful
ever GB-based professionals.

He recently joined Boasson Hagen by
signing for Team Sky, a new professional
British road cycling team backed by
BSkyB and headed by Dave Brailsford,
the man who led the Great Britain
cycling team to unprecedented success
at the Beijing Olympics.

Earlier this year Swift signed for Team
Katusha, a new professional Russian
cycling team backed by some of Russia’s
biggest companies.

Russell Downing’s older brother Dean
(34) did not ride in the Tour of Britain
but he did win the Elite National Circuit
Race Series last month after strong
performances in nine races across the
UK.
