Our Plan

This plan tells you about our vision for how we will make a real
difference to people with a learning disability.


We have made this plan by talking with:
· Adults and young people with a learning disability
· Autistic people
· Families
· Unpaid carers
· Organisations that support people in health, social care, and voluntary groups.


We have four things we would like to work on that we think are important for making sure people trust they will be involved in making decisions about their lives:
· Welcome and Care
· Communicate
· Value and include
· Working together
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For this plan to work, we will make sure we are looking at other national plans.



We want to make sure people with a learning disability live their best lives. People should be listened to and reach their life goals.

We will do this plan by:

· Having the right information at the right time to make important decisions and choices.



· Helping people to feel safe, welcomed and included.



· Making sure people are listened to and have a voice.







· Making sure people can be independent and reach their goals.



· Helping people to get life skills, access education, work and have their own home to live as independent as possible.



· Help people to access their local communities and to build and keep healthy relationships that are important.



· Making sure young people and their families know what is happening when moving from children to adult services.






· We will make sure that young people know what support they will get from adult services before turning 18.



· We will work on making new changes so that young people get the right support at the right time and from the right services.



· We will make sure the voices of young people are at the centre of planning for their future.
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· We will create services that will support people’s independence and help people to gain new life skills. This will support people to have their own homes and jobs to have as much independence as possible.



· We will make sure we work with people when planning and making new services.




· For people who need more support with their physical or mental health, we should be able to change the support we provide.

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· We will work with people, their families, carers, and support services to help people get a good education, skills training, and work skills.




· We will make a new learning disability employment service .





· This will support people to understand what their skills are and match them with employers; this will support the person to continue with their employment
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· We will work with people to find out what the problems are when people use health and mental health services.



· We will also work with health organisations and others to make sure people can access physical and mental health services.



· We will make sure there is accessible information about physical and mental health needs.



· We will work with GPs and nurses to make sure people can get health screenings and appointments.

· We will work with communities and people with other communication needs to make sure everyone can use their local community services.



· We will support people to give their opinions to make services in Rotherham better and easier to use.

· Access to health appointments
· Access to mental health support


· We will work with people and other services to make sure that we understand the challenges that people with learning disabilities experience when accessing housing.


· We use this information to change things so they work well for people with learning disabilities.

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· Rotherham now has two adult social care teams. Helping support adults with a learning disability.



· Having a local transitions team will help young people with an Education and Care and Health Care Plan (EHCP). This will support young people moving from children’s support to adult support.

Support young people with care and support needs to prepare for adulthood (in line with ASC strategy)
· Create a new plan to support children moving from children to adult services.

· Making sure we are listening to what children and young adults need in their support.

· Having better job opportunities for people with care and support needs
Provide needs lead support

· Create a new training programme to make sure we are meeting people’s needs.

· Making sure we are working closely with adult, children’s, health and education services.

· Creating more Assistive Technology (AT) and digital technology this will be supported by a new Assistive Technology plan.



2026

Provide more meaningful opportunities

· Getting better housing for people and having better support services.

· Work with people to understand what support services they need and what services they can access.
· Getting more choices and better options in employment.

· Having better options with transport, travel training and community access.

· Create more plans to support people to build on their independence and life skills.



Safeguarding Adults
Safeguarding is about keeping people safe from abuse or neglect. It’s important to teach people about the signs of abuse and how to report it if you or someone else you are supporting is experiencing abuse.


Adult Social Care has a Safeguarding Adult plan to protect vulnerable young people and make sure we make safeguarding personal to the person at risk of harm or abuse.


There are lots of reasons why people are at risk of neglect, harm or abuse.
