	· All training/laying to be at floor level

	· Refer to slips and trips risk assessment
· All operators wear safety boots.

· Good housekeeping, e.g. debris such as mortar bags put in skip, brush available to use to keep work area clear.

· All trailing cables in work area hung up or otherwise kept out of harm’s way.

	Manual handling
	
	· Refer to manual handling risk assessment
· Mortar mix/bricks transported to the work areas using powered/non-powered equipment supplied by the college and operated by a competent person.
· Dry mortar mix supplied in bags weighing less than 25 kg.
· Students know and follow safe system of work such as knowledge of maximum weight for an individual manual lift.
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Hazardous 

substances

	· Risk of dermatitis or cement burns and precautions explained to all students. 

· Use cement or cement containing products within the use-by date.
· Students know the risks of dry mortar powder and know to avoid skin contact, excessive dust build-up and contact with eyes.

· Work area suitable to prevent excessive dust build-up.

· Water supply nearby to wash dust off skin.

· Students wear eye protection when mixing
· Students keep work area clean.

	· Safety helmets and protective footwear (with steel toecaps and mid-soles) supplied and always worn.

	Dust from cutting bricks
	
	· Angle grinders replaced with block splitter, removing the risk of significant dust exposure.
· The use of a grinder for chasing etc is not needed for this work.
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Noise from use of 

equipment, e.g. angle

	· Angle grinders replaced with block splitter, removing high noise levels from the work.
· Provision of appropriate ear defenders if noise levels from machinery and work process are apparent.

	· Angle grinders replaced with block splitter. No significant 

vibration left.
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Operating cement

	· Cement mixer located on firm, level ground. 
· Mixer is fully guarded and guards in place during operation. 
· Mixer is 110 volts, and PAT tested every three months.
	
	
	
	
	Tutor to check mixer daily for obvious damage
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Controls are adequate, no futher action required, but ensre controls
are monitored and any changes reassessed.

‘Consideration should be given as o whether the risks can be reduced
using the hierarchy of control measures.
