· Garage overalls supplied and used.

· Risks from dermatitis and skin cancer to be explained to workers
	

	Car engine running inside, toxic exhaust fumes e.g. carbon monoxide
	
	· Car exhaust attached to extractor system when engine is running.

	Fire
	
	· Smoking prohibited in all work areas.
· Fire alarms maintained and tested by manufacturer.
· Extinguishers provided and inspected under contract.
· Special fire exits not needed as all work areas have immediate access to outside.
· Fuel retriever used to empty vehicle fuel tanks outside.
· Spillages cleared immediately.
· Component cleaning in recirculating paraffin system, not petrol.
· LPG fuelled vehicles ported in safe places.
· Workers trained in hazards of LPG
	
	
	
	
	· Arrange training on use of extinguishers for all workers. 
· Annual fire drill to be carried out.
· Brief students on safe working with petrol (from HSE’s ‘Safe use of petrol in garages’ publication).
· Brief workers on safe working with LPG (from HSE’s ‘LPG-fuelled motor vehicles’ publication).
	

	Battery Charging
	
	· Proprietary charger, installed by electrician is used in accordance with instructions.
· Acid resistant gloves and goggles sup plied and use d.
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Electrical equipment Fixed equipment; range of portable appliances e.g. hand lamps.
	
	· Tutor and students know to check all cables, leads etc of all powered tools/ equipment before use, and how to report all faults.
· Hand lamps etc are low voltage (24 volts).
· A few 240-volt tools are used, all have industrial plugs and leads.
· Testing carried out annually on all portable 240v tools and users trained to carry out visual checks and report defects.
· Installed equipment receives regular maintenance.
	
	
	
	
	Assess suitability of replacing 240v tools with air powered or 110 volt alternatives.
	

	Mechanical Equipment
	
	· All mechanical equipment checked before use and faults reported to supervisor.
· Equipment not to be left running unattended.

· Guarding provided.
· Safety goggles (EN 166 B standard) provided and worn.
· Grinding wheels changed by trained person.
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Welfare/First Aid
	
	· Toilets, washing facilities with hot and cold water and break out room/kitchen.
· Locker room for drying and storage of own clothes and work clothing/equipment provided.
· First Aider/ Kit location known by Staff and Students

· First aid arrangements include emergency eyewash procedures.
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Falling objects hitting head or body, including feet. Car lift failure. Car jack failure.
	
	· Bump hats and protective footwear (with steel toecaps and mid-soles) supplied and always worn.
· Car lifts and jacks serviced by sup plier and inspected by insurers.
· Jacks only used where ground conditions are firm, stable and level.
· Axle stands regularly maintained and inspected.
· Axle stands used after lifting vehicle with jack.
· Safe working loads not exceeded.
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Air conditioning systems
1. Frostbite – through skin or eye contact with refrigerant liquid or gas. 
2. Asphyxiation – if enough gas escapes into a confined space. 
3. Exposure to harmful gases – through thermal decomposition of refrigerant if exposed to a naked flame.
	
	· Workers are trained in correct procedures
	
	
	
	
	Brief workers on safe working with air-conditioning systems (from HSE’s ‘Safe working with vehicle air conditioning systems’ publication).
	

	Compressed air 
Explosion of equipment tyres or Injection of air in the body
	
	· All students trained in safe working procedures and dangers of horseplay. 
· Airline has Deadman’s handle.

	Brief workers on safe handling of air bags (from HSE’s ‘A Guide to handling air bags’ publication).
	

	Manual handling
	
	· Refer to manual handling risk assessment
· Engine blocks/Gearboxes transported to the work areas using powered/non-powered equipment supplied by the college and operated by a competent person.
· Students know and follow safe system of work such as knowledge of maximum weight for an individual manual lift.
	
	
	
	
	· Tutor to arrange manual handling training for the workers in the store.
· Brief workers on handling tyres (from HSE’s ‘Collection and delivery of tyres guidance’ publication).
· More detailed assessment to be carried out (using HSE’s Manual Handling Assessment Chart).
	

	Slips and trips
	
	· Refer to slips and trips risk assessment

· All operators wear safety boots.

· Good housekeeping, e.g. debris cardboard boxes put in skip/bin, brush available to use to keep work area clear.

· All trailing cables in work area hung up or otherwise kept out of harm’s way.

· Safe route to job agreed with tutor based on site health and safety plan.
	
	
	
	
	· Walkways and storage areas designated by yellow lines.
· Weekly housekeeping checks 
	

	Vehicle Movements
	
	· Marked walked ways for pedestrians.
· Vehicles driven slowly by tutor in/out and around premises.
	
	
	
	
	
	

	Falls from height
	
	· Access equipment provided for work on trailers and tops of commercial vehicles.
· Handrails fitted at edges of raised storage areas and access stairway provided.
· Students trained to use ladders safely.
· Vehicle inspection pits clearly marked and covered when not in use.
	
	
	
	
	Tutor to monitor use of portable ladders, access equipment when working on vehicles, and safety at inspection pits.
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Controls are adequate, no futher action required, but ensre controls
are monitored and any changes reassessed.

‘Consideration should be given as o whether the risks can be reduced
using the hierarchy of control measures. Risk reduction measures
should be implemented within a defined time periods. Amrangements
should be made to ensure that the controls are maintained and
‘monitored for adequacy.
