	Manual handling
	
	· Dry plaster mix transported to the work areas using powered/non-powered equipment supplied by the college and operated by a competent person.
· Dry plaster mix supplied in bags weighing less than 25 kg.
· Plasterboard for ceilings is of smallest size practicable.
· Students know and follow safe system of work for fitting plasterboard to ceiling, including knowledge of maximum weight for an individual manual lift.
