· Door entrance canopies to reduce rain water accumulation near doorways.
· Absorbent matting near entrances.
· Use of grit/salt on external walkways during periods of inclement weather.
· Prompt cleaning of spillages and appropriate signage whilst completed.
· Appropriate behaviour of people on site
· Appropriate handrails fitted to steps and ramps where necessary.
· Wearing of appropriate footwear.
· Area made out of bounds (e.g. grassed area).

· Does the floor surface have enough slip resistance to protect against slipping with expected contaminants?

· Procedure in place to remove litter, decaying leaves etc.
· Discourage people from taking short cuts e.g. over grass.

· Wearing of appropriate footwear.
· Appropriate ‘Housekeeping’ arrangements to prevent trip hazards.
